Every order relies on law. Every law is restrictive: it prohibits, and what is not prohibited is permitted. Urban plans are laws, but of a diferent
character: they prohibit, but offer, propose, and direct, too. They also set boundaries; between public and individual interest, the outlines of the
volume of buildings, the limitations of land use. In the time of great technological progress, very narrow, specialised knowledge is needed in
work processes. Urbanism is different: it is one of the few disciplines that seeks a general, broad approach to problem solving. Urban planners
and designers must be engineers, lawyers, economists, and sociologists. He or she must have a sense for beauty, but also for progress, he
must be quick in creating plans and projects, but also patient and receptive to other people's wishes, needs, and problems. The urban experts
and urbanism have a renaissance versatility in them. There were many borders between cities and regions in medieval and renaissance
Europe, but they were erased by knowledge, trade, travel, art and humanity. As much as urban plans set boundaries, there are none among
urban planners and designers.

This is the third time we are in the Republic of Srpska, in Bosnia and Herzegovina, and the second time in Bijeljina. We are happy to meet our
colleagues, who came from other countries to see the opus of last year's works in urbanism and planning in general, to share their experience
with us, butalso to see dear colleagues and friends.

Within the area of Belgrade, about 7 km from the city center, on the right bank of the river Danube, there is the village of Vi$njica. Traces of settlement in this area
date back to the Celtic and Roman periods.

The main objectives of the Plan are to review the planned regulation of Kralja Aleksandra Boulevard in the part from Ustanicka Street to Partizanska Street, in
order to complete the urban structure of the blocks, transform the surrounding urban areas along the planned route and increase the attractiveness of the area.

The international competition "New Karakorum: Ground up from historic city" was announced by the government of Mongolia, in collaboration with the Ministry of
Construction and Urban Development, seeking sustainable solutions for transforming Karakorum into an ecological city of the future.

The competition work shows the solution of the Health Center facility in Podgorica (Montenegro), with the arrangement of open spaces on the plot and in the
immediate surroundings. Geometrically, the building has a pronounced cubic form which is incorporated into the existing urban fabric, with the basic idea of lla
continuous loop morphology, known as the symbol of infinity. The form of the object can be viewed through two faces: the first one presented by the house when
viewed from the surrounding environment, and the second one, which is viewed from the semi-open atrium spaces. The main entrance to the building is an accent
in the conceptual solution, because itis articulated by the use of hypertrophied columns and a canopy. The formation of open outdoor spaces is in the function of
the contents in the building, whereby modern paving of the ground floor and urban furniture increase the ambient value and comfort of the users.

Description of the concept and urban solution - The comprehensive urban regeneration of the space of the former OLT foundry requires the transformation of
spatial, economic and social processes along with the creation of a new sustainable urban identity, new planning of a part of the city with primarily preserved
industrial heritage. The urban concept of the city area, under the working name OLT, is based on the planimetry of the founding city as hierarchical principles of
urbanism, which is structurally characterized by the city street, as well as its basic communication network. It is traditionally based on inputs from the past of
Osijek's urbanism with variations of the urban matrix over time. Integrating the natural phenomenon of the riverside part in relation to the new parts of the city is
permeated and standardized within a comprehensive concept on the example of the OLT and its hybrid urban block.

The analysis of the planned objects to be demolished for the construction of the first line of the metro system in Belgrade was done in order to perceive the impact
of the metro system on the existing built urban fabric. The scope of the analysis includes the zones of surface excavation of metro stations, evacuation-ventilation
and evacuation shafts, as well as shallow guidance of the metro tunnel itself, which are defined by adopted urban plans. All the buildings to be demolished, their
position, area and creditworthiness were analyzed, and in particular the buildings that were planned for demolition by other adopted urban plans unrelated to the
construction of the metro system were analyzed, but so far they have not been implemented in the city fabric, so the construction of the metro system could
encourage demolition of these objects.

Ever since 2023, our studio has been working with the Czech community in the Aimaj Mountains, in order to develop a strategy for their sustainable development
through the valorization of local heritage. Building on previous experiences, such as the InterReg financed DANUrB+ project, our studio has already finalized a
multi-criteria analysis of the existing situation, as well as a guide regarding the preservation, conservation and valorization of the local heritage. Currently, we are
working on a series of small-scale interventions for the enhancement of tourist experience within the natural surrounding area, aiming to further expand these
initiatives at territorial scale.

As the architecture of the 20th century is in the process of valorization, it is important to explore some of the basic principles on which modern conservation is
based.

The primary goal of this research was to explore the feasibility of developing a model of thermal-sensitive urban (re)design of the city square within the theory and practice
of urban design. Urban areas in Serbia are expected to experience more daily and monthly temperature extremes as well as the effects of urban heat islands in the future
due to climate change, demanding new approaches to public open space planning and design. The aim of the research is to improve the quality of the city square space
from the aspect of thermal comfort of people, and to describe and understand phenomena related to adaptive thermal comfort in city squares in Serbia. The
typomorphological method, case study, and critical analysis of sources constitute the basis of the research methodology used. The research used also a quasi-
experimental methodological approach, a calibrated model of the city square space created in the ENVI-met software CFD tool, based on which the initial (as it is scenario)
and three different scenarios of urban redesign were analyzed within the case study - the city center “Prodor” in Kragujevac, on six city squares.

The design of a pocket park on the corner of Vojvode Misi¢a Street and Nemanji¢a Boulevard in Ni§ is based on the idea of improving the quality of space and the
quality of life of the space users.

Through the analysis of the existing state of the location, as well as the selected patterns of Christopher Alexander, a methodology was born that will be applied to the upcoming
concept. Amodule with a regular orthogonal shape of a certain dimension is logically positioned on the plot of the land parallel to the street through analysis and adopted patterns,
making it parallel to the existing street network. Each designed module represents a life for itself, that is, a residential unit classified by square footage and user profile. There are four
types of modules, gradually increasing in square footage. By random orthogonal positioning of the modules, a playful form of the given design was obtained. The game of modules on
the ground floor is continued on the other floors, which reach the maximum height P+2. This project has the form of a gallery complex, designed around the perimeter, of a rectangular
shape that follows the shape of the plot of aland. Separated by a green belt, the rich row of trees leading to the street gives a sense of intimacy and protects it from the gaze of passers-
by. The theme of community, that is, the applied principle of co-housing, collective housing in the design of the subject theme permeates several segments of the project. The
movement network is designed to easily achieve communication for the entire system of the complex.

The semester assignment consisted in the development of a regulatory plan for a block in the urban area of Banja Luka. The basic concept of the distribution of
functions is based on the central pedestrian streets that pass through the atrium buildings, on the site of the existing track.

The main concept for solving the spatial organization of the location is reflected in recognizing the relationship between the flow of the Tara River and the
Mojkovac-Kolasin road, and transferring the main axes of these directions onto the site. These two directions represent the main movement axes, with the "Tara
axis" as the primary pedestrian route, which expands into the square area and symbolically suggests fast movement across the location, and the "Mojkovac-
Kolasin road axis" as the secondary pedestrian route, which further defines the boundaries of the square. This approach to space organization aims to retain the
most dominant relationships within the area, while preserving the most prominent features of the location, such as the existing forest to the north, whose
attractiveness is enhanced by introducing a new pedestrian path that represents the Mojkovac-Kolasin road.

Rijeka Crnojevi¢a, a natural and cultural gem of Montenegro, was once an important trading center and today requires careful revitalization. The urban plan for this area,
including Sindon, aims to preserve the untouched nature and historical landmarks through an environmentally sustainable approach. Special attention is given to the use
of eco-friendly vehicles and boats to minimize environmental impact. The plan also envisions the revival of traditional agriculture by planting orchards and vineyards.
Additionally, adventure tourism is promoted, with strict adherence to ecological principles, ensuring the long-term sustainable development of this unique region.

Resita city is facing a period of decline after the fall of its industrial sector and is now forced to face this reality either by enabling an accelerated contraction or
growth process or by creating a smart shrinking strategy. The project tackles the Mociur area — the largest brownfield in the city and a key landmark within the
shrinking smart strategy. Based on a thorough territorial scale analisys, the project envisions the Mociur area as the city's center of gravity, complementing the
transport, residential and activity node grid, building resilience in a multi-phase, resource attentive manner.
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
